That is why 
GMCF formed the Youth Impacting Com-
munity organization to educate these young 
people about philanthropy and how it im-
pacts the lives of others around us.  Y.I.C. 
directly involves youth in every step of the  
grant making process.
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What is Y.I.C.?

The Greater Manhattan Community Foundation is a non-profit 501(c)(3) organization - EIN #48-1215574, incorporated in the State of Kansas.

Y.I.C. stands for Youth Impacting Community.  We 
are a group of high school aged youth from around 
the Manhattan, KS area who want to make a positive 
difference in the lives of others.  We do this by learn-
ing about community needs, participating in com-
munity service projects, and awarding grants to local 
non-profit organizations who serve youth.  

How We Got Started
Y.I.C. was started by the Greater Manhattan Com-
munity Foundation (GMCF).  In 2002 they applied 
for a grant from the Ewing Kauffman Foundation to 
begin a youth philanthropy program in Manhattan.  
GMCF received that grant and the rest is history!  
They continue to sponsor our group by providing 
adult leaders and funding for our grant program.

Y.I.C. Activities
GRANT PROCESS
YIC has the privilege of distributing $6,500  or more 
annually to local non-profit organizations for youth 
related projects.   YIC members create the guidelines 
for the projects, evaluate the grant applications, test 
the project ideas for efficiency, distribute the money, 
and evaluate the effectiveness of the plan.  To com-
plete the process we have a Grantee Reception to 
honor our grant recipients.  Here is a recent exam-

SERVICE PROJECTS
YIC has typically chosen one or two projects each 
semester, in which we do some hands-on work at 
a local community service agency.  We usually try 
to do these on “no school Fridays.”  YIC has volun-
teered at various organizations including: Flint Hills 
Breadbasket, Big Brothers Big Sisters, Manhattan 
Emergency Shelter, Sunflower CASA Project, and 
many more. These service projects do count for ser-
vice hours at school.  

YOUTH SERVICE DAY
Youth Service Day connects youth from different or-
ganizations and different interests, creating a com-
munitywide collaborative event.  For the past sev-
eral years we have chosen work with the Manhattan 
Parks and Rec Service to “revitalize the trails” in lo-
cal parks.

COMMUNITY FOUNDATION AWARDS 
The Community Foundation Awards (CFA’s)began 
in 2014 as a way to recognize and promote the amaz-
ing Time, Talent and Treasure that is making a dif-
ference in our community.  Each year YIC members 
volunteer to help at this event. Also, one YIC mem-
ber is recognized at the event to receive the “GMCF 
Youth Volunteer Award.”
